CHARTISTS

Working class bitterly disappointed by 1832 reform actS
People drew up a set of demands = the peoples charter – those who supported it known as chartists.
 
Believed that if enough people signed their petition the govt would grant their demands

First great chartist meeting held on Glasgow green in 1838 (100,000 – 200,000people)
First chartist petition presented to parliament in 1839 (1 million signatures) ignored. In 1842 and 1848 – ignored
Could bear it no more, some took to violence, strikes and riots. Talk of a revolution





            BUT

Govt. Acted quickly, sent in troops to stop riots and arrest leading chartists.

After 1848 Chartism fizzled out.
